Absolom Jones - A Love Story

Because of racial
tensions and an alterca-
tion with church offi-
cials, they left St.
George's congregation.
In 1792, under the
leadership of Absalom
Jones, "The African
Church" In 1793, the
two men organized the
Black community to
serve as nurses and
attendants during

demic.

In 1794, "The African Church" build-
ing was completed and dedicated on July
17th of that year. Absalom Jones led his
African Church in applying to Bishop
William White for membership in the

the winter of 1810, was
painted by Raphaelle Peale,
the oldest surviving child of
the prominent Baltimore
portraitist Charles Willson
Peale.
